EXPERIMENTAL STUDIES ON
PENICILLIN TOXICITY

This report deals with the epileptic attack of
intracerebral injection of penicillin in experimental
animals.

1. Rabbits, guinea pigs, rats and mice showed
respectively specific cramp symptoms by intracere-
bral injection of penicillin, especially in guinea
pigs and mice. ’

2. The cramps were observed by electroencepha-
lography in rabbits and guinea pigs.

3. The epileptogenic effect was not recognized
in penicillin inactivated by penicillinase.

4. The antibiotic titre of penicillin was decreased
rapidly in brain of rat, but not in guinea pigs.

5. The toxicity of penicillin and so-called peni-
cillin anaphylaxy were discussed here.
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
